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DECISIONS IN ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS

P. J. GRUBER & CO., INC., PETER GRUBER, LIBRARY
JOHN de ELORZA AND LEE LINDER SANCTIONED

The Commission has revoked the broker-dealer registration of P. J. Gruber & Co., Inc.,
of New York City. It barred Peter Gruber, the firm's president, from association with
any broker-dealer with the proviso that, after three years, he may apply to become so
associated. It also barred John de Elorza, of Union, New Jersey, from association with
any broker, dealer or investment company provided that, after 18 months, he may apply
to become so associated in a non-supervisory capacity upon a showing of proper super-
vision. Finally, it barred Lee Linder, of Riverdale, New York, from association with
any broker, dealer, investment company or investment adviser.

The sanctions were based on findings that, during the period from about October 1970 to
June 1975, respondents participated in arrangements to place about 70,000 shares of an
offering of the common stock of Amalgamated Automotive Industr:ies, Inc. with Gruber,
certain officers of Amalgamated and others to create the false appearance that all of
the shares of the offering had been sold to the public, thereby effecting the closing
of the offering and obtaining the release of its proceeds from escrow. Respondents
falsely represented that the offering had been successfully completed, and made material
misstatements concerning the manner and method of the distribution of Amalgamated stock,
the compensation paid to them and others, and the use of the proceeds of the Amalgamated
offering. It was further found that the firm, Gruber and de Elorza aided and abetted
violations of the recordkeeping provisions of the securities laws.

Without admitting or denying the allegations in the order for proceedings, respondents
consented to the above findings and sanctions. (Rel. 34-11511)

ORDERS FOR PUBLIC PROCEEDINGS

STEARNS AND 00., INC.

Public administrative proceedings have been ordered against Stearns and Co., Inc., a
Minneapolis, Minnesota, broker-dealer, and John E. Pedderson, Arthur J. Petrie, and
Stephen D. Chambers, present and former officers and directors thereof. The proceed-
ings are based on staff allegations of violations of provisions of the securn_:ies laws
relating to net capital, books and recoxds, early warning of financial cond:.t:.o{n safe~
guarding customers funds and securities, financial reporting and fraud. A hearing will
be scheduled by further order on the charges against the respondents. (Rel. 34-11524)

COURT ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS

AMALGAMATED AUTOMOTIVE INDUSTRIES, INC., OTHERS ENJOINED

The SEC announhced that on June 25 U.S. District Court Judge William B. Jones entered
final orders of permanent injunction by consent against Amalgamated Automotive Indus-
tries, Inc. (Amalgamated), Jacob J. Myers, Jr., Benjamin t'lewstadt,_ gnd William T. Slu.}th
prohibiting future violations of the antifraud and reporting provisions of the secgn-
ties laws in connection with the public offering of the common stock of Amalgamated.

The Commigssion's complaint which was filed on the same day alleged, among other things,
that Myers, Newstad?and others furnished about $280,000 in pegsonal funds to purchase
56,000 of the public offering and that Myers, Newstadt, and Smith had disbursed in
excess of $30,000 and 8,000 shares of Amalgamated stock as additional compensation to
certain underwriters, broker—dealers, management consultants, finders and others for
their assistance in closing the Amalgamated public offering. The complaint also



alleged that defendants failed to disclose in the Amalgamated prospe;tus, registrat@on
statement and annual reports filed with the Commission thg above series of tr§n§actlons
and compensation. (SEC v. Amalgamated Automotive Industries, Inc., et al., Civil

No. 75-1026, U.S.D.C., D.C.). (LR~6969)

ECWIN J. HAMMCN PLEADS GUILTY

The Denver Regional Office announced that on June 23 Edwin J. Hammon, of Albuquergue,
New Mexico, pleaded guilty to an information charging him with one count of fraud in
the sale of an interest in mining claims in Arizona in violation of the antifraud pro-
visions of the securities laws.

Previously defendant Hammon, along with others, had been indicted by a federal grand
sury in a multi-count indictment charging securities fraud, mail fraud, misapplication
cf bank funds and wire fraud in connection with the activities of American Fuels Cor~
poration and affiliated corporations.

Sentencing if scheduled for a later date before U.S. District Judge H. Vearle Payne of
the District of New Mexico. (U.S. v. E. M. (Mike) Riebold, et al., U.S.D.C., District
of New Mexico, Criminal No. 74-353). (LR-6964)

Twiferd, Jr., also known as Inter-World Minerals, Robert J. Paul, Robert F. Wilkinson,
Leo G. Bateman, Jack D. Hill, A. Richard Brown, Albert J. Steinbach, H. DeWorth
Williams and Georg D. Fehr.

"he complaint allesgaes, among other things, that Polaris Mining Company, Twiford, aiso
known as Intar-World Minerals, Paul, Wilkinson, Bateman, Hill, Brown, Steinbach,
williams and Fehr violated the registration provisions of the securities laws with res-
pect to the offer and sale of the common stock of Polaris Mining Company; and that
Folaris Mining Company, Twiford and Paul violated the same provisions of the securities
laws with respect to the offer and sale of fractional undivided working interests in
mining properties.

In addition, Polaris Mining Company, Twiford, Paul and Wilkinson are alleged to have
violated the antifraud provisions of the securities laws in the offer and sale of the
common stock of Polaris Mining Company. Polaris Mining Company, Twiford and Paul are
alleged to have violated the same provisiors with respect to the offer and sale of
fractional undivided working interests in vavious mining properties.

Polaris Mining Company is not to be confused wit! rclaris Resources, another Denver
based company not involved in the above action.

Trading in the stock of Polaris Mining Company had been tempcrarily suspended for a
single ten-day period on February 21, 1975. (SEC v. Polaris Mining Company, et al.,
U.S5.D.C., District of Colo., Civil aAction No. 75-W-695). (LR-6965)

TOM R. ROGERS SENTENCED

JOHN

The Fort Worth Regional Office announced that Federal District Judge Sarah T. Hughes,
at Dallas, on June 27 sentenced Tom R. Rogers, Dallas, to six months imprisonment to

be followed by four years and six months probation. Rogers, on June 9 plead guilty

to one count of a two-count information charging him with criminal contempt of an order
entered by the Court on June 26, 1972, permanently enjoining him from violations of

the registration, antifraud, and the broker-dealer registration provisions of the secu-
rities laws. Rogers plead guilty to violating the permanent injunction by continuing,
subsequent to the entry of the injunctive order, to offer and sell fractional undivided
working interests in Texas oil and gas leases issued by McQueen Oil & Gas, Inc., Mid-
land, Texas, while not registered as a brok-r-dealer. (U.S. v. Tom R. Rogers, N.D.
