16. China VantagePoint Acquisition Co., Admin. Proc. Rulings Release No. 3914, 2016 SEC
LEXIS 2087 (ALJ June 13, 2016). To date, Respondents have not filed answers.

Accordingly, Respondents are ORDERED to SHOW CAUSE by June 27, 2016, why the
registrations of their securities should not be revoked by default due to their failures to file
answers or otherwise defend this proceeding. Any Respondent that fails to respond to this order
will be deemed in default and the registration of its securities will be revoked. See OIP at 3; 17
