prietary capacity, provided, however, that after two years, she may apply to an appro-
priate self-regulatory organlzatlon or, where there is no such organ1zat1on, to the
Commission to become associated in such capacities. (Rel. 34-26448)

SANCTIONS IMPOSED AGAINST MARK W. SHARPE

The Commission issued an Order Instituting Public Proceedings:under Sections 15(b) and
19(h) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, Making Findings and Imposing Remedial
Sanctions (Order) against Mark W. Sharpe. Simultaneously, the Commission accepted
Sharpe's Offer of Settlement in which he consented to an order finding, among other
things, that he had been permanently enjoined from further violations of the regis-
tration and antifraud provisions of the Securities Act of 1933 and the antifraud pro-
visions of the Exchange Act and Rules 10b-5 and 10b-6.
